3. Junior Internship (JI) (aka-Senior Clerkship, Acting Internship) 
a. All students must take two Junior Internships 
i. There are several options	- FM, Med, Neuro, Ob-Gyn, ENT, Peds, Psych, Surgery, Urology, EM, ICU, etc.  A total of 58 JI’s across the state.
ii. Potentially available in Memphis, Chattanooga, Knoxville, and Nashville
iii. Evaluation is based on clinical performance
iv. Graded A-F
v. Must take place at UTHSC (You can do away JI’s but they don’t count as JI’s here.)
b. Act more like a Real Intern
i. More direct role in patient care than an M3
ii. Much higher level of responsibility for patients.
iii. More patients, more procedures
iv. Involved in all patient care decisions
v. Write progress notes, H&P’s and discharge summaries
1. Can be used for billing purposes?
2. Depends on the facility.
vi. Write orders that need to be cosigned
vii. COM verifies that student can pass EPA’s
c. An Intern for all intents and purposes
i. Adhere to Resident Duty Hour Rules
1. Begin recording these in eMedley May 2020
ii. No excused absences for Step 2 CK
1. But now can schedule CS on a Monday
iii. No excused absences for Interviews
iv. Therefore, DO NOT take JI’s during the interview season.
1. Several schools simply close during the interview season to accommodate all the interviews
2. Instead, UT COM requires all M4’s to take 2 option blocks during Block 11, 2020 through Block 1, 2021.
d. This is your first chance:
i. To really show your stuff
ii. To write orders
iii. To write notes, H&P’s, discharge summaries that someone actually reads.
iv. To see the patient first
v. To come up with your own plan first
vi. To do many more procedures
vii. To be truly responsible for a patient’s outcome
viii. To audition for a residency spot
e. This is your last chance:
i. To be very closely watched as you care for patients
ii. To be provided with detailed feedback on skills you will be expected to know as an intern
iii. To have someone more knowledgeable to give you the answers in the heat of battle
iv. To make a mistake in an environment with a broad safety net 
1. And where you are expected to make mistakes so that you can learn from them without patients suffering the burden of that education.
v. To prove that you are entrustable to be an intern.
f. The JI is the culmination of all your education!
i. Do yourself a favor – 
ii. CD’s agree that M3’s should be allotted more responsibility in Block 3-4 of their junior year.
iii. Take advantage of that opportunity to be able to take on more of a JI role in that last rotation.
iv. It will jump start you in your real JI’s.
v. Your performance in the JI is significant for your residency application.
vi. Let your Block 3-4 experience help you with that.
g. The JI evaluation form
i. Based on EPA’s- Entrustable Professional Activities
ii. The COM has to verify that our graduates are ready to act safely and independently as interns on Day One of residency.
iii. Junior Internships are the ideal location for documenting performance in these competencies.

h. Entrustable Professional Activities
i. Gather a history and perform a physical examination
ii. Prioritize differential diagnosis following a clinical encounter
iii. Recommend and interpret common diagnostic and screening tests
iv. Enter and discuss orders and prescriptions
v. Document a clinical encounter in the patient record
vi. Provide an oral presentation of a clinical encounter
vii. Form clinical questions and retrieve evidence to advance patient care
viii. Give or receive a patient handover to transition care responsibility
ix. Collaborate as a member of an interprofessional team
x. Recognize a patient requiring urgent or emergency care and initiate evaluation and management
xi. Obtained informed consent for tests and/or procedures
xii. Perform general physician procedures
xiii. Identify system failures and contribute to a culture of safety and improvement
